+ Basic Human Needs: food, clothing, shelter, and

* Physical & Mental Health: health insurance
programs, Medicaid and Medicare, intervention
services, support groups, counseling, drug and
alcohol intervention, victim services, and
rehabilitation

* Employment Support: Eamed Income Tax Credit
(EITC), fnancial assistance, job training,
transportation assistance, education programs, and
foreclosure prevention services

« Support for Senior Citizens: adult day care, respite
care, home health care, transportation, specialized
services for individuals of all ages with
disabilities, employment assistance

+ Support for Children, Youth, & Families: child
care, after-school programs, family resource
centers, mentoring, tutoring, and protective services

» Distaster Relief and Recovery: emergency
shelters, food distribution, clean up crews/debris
removal, tarping, long term recovery, potable water,
ice, grief counseling, State and Federal assistance
